The 

contestant will need to prove that he/she has a current subscription to this service or has a receipt 

documenting the purchase of music.  Photocopies are illegal and are not permitted. 

 

Photocopies of the 

form are permitted.  All registrations must include the time needed to perform.  All 

registrations must be received no later than the date indicated and must include a stamped self-

addressed envelope and a cheque to cover the cost of registrations made payable to the Rotary 

Music Festival.

It‟s All About Respect 

COPYRIGHT: The Complete Guide for Music Educators

Articles about copyright often focus on what we may or may not do.  “You can‟t do this.”  “Don‟t do that.”  “Or you may do this, 

but only if you pay a fee.”  No wonder we often view copyright as a negative. 

 

In fact copyright has had a profoundly positive affect on American society in general and on the creative arts in particular for 

more than 200 years.  You may be surprised to learn that the first United States copyright act was one of the very first laws 

passed in the first session of Congress in 1790.  As technology has changed, copyright laws have been revised and adapted to 

encourage the creation of new music, books, plays, musicals, films, radio and television broadcasts, and even CD-ROMs. 

 

What is the purpose of Copyright?  Copyright is, literally the right to copy.  And the main purpose of copyright in the United 

States is to produce a public benefit.  Period.  That‟s what copyright is and why it is exists.  Copyright is a body of laws designed 

“to promote the progress of science and the useful arts, by securing for limited times to authors, the exclusive right to their 

respective writings.”  That comes straight from the United States Constitution.  Surprised?  You say you thought the purpose of 

copyright was to enrich publishers, or to limit your access to music?  Wrong.  On both counts.  In fact, copyright laws foster 

creativity and the distribution of artistic works.  Indeed, the arts flourish in countries with strong copyright laws.  And that‟s the 

public benefit. 

 

Copyright is a Right In the United States copyright is a right derived from authority granted to Congress by our Constitution.  

Our founding fathers were big on rights.  They granted to creative citizens the exclusive right to their creations.  Inventors could 

obtain patents and writers copyrights.  Without that right a writer or composer has no protection against the unlimited free use of 

his work by others. If everyone has free access to a writer‟s work, it has no material value.  No potential income.  The only 

incentive to create, then, is personal satisfaction.  Now, personal satisfaction is great, but it doesn‟t put food on the table.  Nor 

does it enable a writer or his publisher to invest in the publication of his writings.  Copyright alone creates the financial incentive 

to publish.   And without publication there would be little dissemination of creative works to the public.  Think about it.  You 

may have heard publishers say that photocopying might drive them out of business.  There‟s some truth to that.  If copyright laws 

were repealed tomorrow and photocopies were legalized there would be no financial incentive to publish.  With no one required 

to pay for their product, publishers would cease publication.  How long do you think your local gas station would stay in business 

if everyone could pump gas for free?  We the public, are the main beneficiaries of copyright laws.  And we have a moral and 

legal obligation to abide by those laws.  If everyone ignored copyright laws, the effect would be the same as no copyright laws at 

all.  Copyright makes publication – and the public dissemination of knowledge – possible. 

 

What is my legal responsibility as a musician?   Legally, of course, you should follow the guidelines of copyright laws, and 

here‟s where the do‟s and don‟ts come in.  It begins with not photocopying copyrighted music.  Don‟t order one copy of a choral 

work and make 30 copies for your choir.  Don‟t copy an instrumental solo from a book in your library for a private student.  

Don‟t copy dialogue from the conductor‟s score of an elementary musical and distribute copies to students.  But we hope your 

respect for copyright goes beyond what‟s legally right.  Read on. 

 

What is my moral responsibility as an educator?    Teach your students the principles of copyright and respect for published 

music.  Think about it.  Suppose you‟re in a music store with one of your private students.  You would never steal a vocal solo 

book or a box of clarinet reeds and then say, “It‟s okay for me to do that.  It‟s only one item, it‟s for educational use, and besides, 

everyone does it.”  Yet that‟s what you‟re saying every time you photocopy a piece of music and give it to a student.  You‟re 

stealing and you‟re telling your students it‟s all right for them to steal too. 

 

Music has value.   You‟re also saying, in a subtle way, that printed music has no value.  “We don‟t need to pay for this music, 

class.  And if we want more, we don‟t have to buy it; we can just go to the copy machine and get more.” 

 

Itôs all about respect.  As professional music educators we encourage others to support music.  But how are we supporting 

music when we photocopy music instead of purchasing it?  We‟re not.  In fact, we‟re doing just the opposite.  We‟re sending a 

message to some of the most creative members of our musical community that we value their creative efforts enough to perform 

their music, but not so much that we‟re willing to pay for it.  It‟s as if we‟re saying to composers, “we‟ll sing your songs, perform 

your musicals, and play your compositions but we won‟t actually buy them.  We‟ll just copy them.  We‟re sorry that you‟re not 

compensated for your talents but we hope you‟ll continue writing music for us because we really enjoy it.”  How can we expect 

others outside the music community to support music if we don‟t support those who create it? 

 

Think about it the next time you‟re tempted to copy a piece of published music instead of buying it.  Remember, it‟s all about 

respect.  Support  Music:  Buy It!

It is a great privilege to present to you 

this new and improved Festival Syllabus.  Some changes have been made which we hope will 

make the Festival more effective for the youth in St. Thomas, Elgin and surrounding 

communities. 

 

A Music Festival of this magnitude does not just happen.  Planning takes place a year in advance 

and a special thank you goes to the Music Festival Committee.  Without the time and energy that 

has been dedicated so far, we would not be able to showcase the youth and their musical talents 

in the different venues, for the community to enjoy.  This year we developed a “Syllabus 

Committee” to help make the changes and improvements and to them I say “thank you” for their 

time committed over the summer months to make this happen.

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RULES AND REGULATIONS 

 

 

PLEASE NOTE:  READ THESE RULES CAREFULLY 

 

WORKING MANAGEMENT 

1. The Festival shall be under the control and management of the Festival Committee of the Rotary Club of 

St. Thomas Foundation.  The decision of the Committee on any point shall be final and binding on all 

concerned. 

 

2. Any points not dealt with in the regulations shall be referred for a decision by the Music Festival 

Committee. 

 

ELIGIBILITY 

1. All competitions, unless otherwise stated, shall be open to amateurs only. 

 

2. For the purpose of these competitions, an amateur shall be defined as follows: “Any person whose principal 

means of livelihood is not obtained from the profession or practice, or teaching music, even if he/she from 

time to time accepts remuneration for musical service rendered.”  Bona fide members of choirs and 

orchestras competing in a group competition may be professionals, providing they comply with the terms 

of Rule 3. 

 

3. Competitors in bands, orchestras, choirs, and choral societies must be bona fide members of their 

respective organizations.  A bona fide member is one who performs with a group on a continual basis 

throughout any given year. 

 

4. Competitions shall be open to any competitor without regard to place of residence except where specified. 

 

5. Conductors may be either professional or amateur.  Conductors may conduct any number of organizations 

in the same or other classes.  No one may conduct from the piano, organ or perform with the group. 

 

6. An Elementary School Classroom Choir may consist of: 

 

a) pupils of one grade from one, two or three rooms; 

b) one or more grades, if they are in the same room, but must be entered in the higher grade; 

c) these choirs must include 60% of the students enrolled in each classroom. 

 

7. An Elementary School Choir may consist of singers from any or all grades specified under the class 

number. 

 

8. a)  Contestants may enter as many classes as they wish, providing age limits and study time are all strictly 

observed.  (see  Rule 2 – Test Pieces) 

b)  In classes where there is an age limit, competitors must be the prescribed age on the first day of January 

of the Festival Year.  Date of birth must be shown on the entry form. 

c) Contestants may enter classes one level higher than their age/grade level.  They may not enter a lower 

age/grade level. 

 

9. Performances in solo classes, except band instruments, should be by memory, and use of music will affect 

the marking by the adjudicator.  A secure memory may add to the general effect.

TEST PIECES 

1. In Piano and Instrumental classes, repeats are to be omitted unless otherwise specified. 

 

2. “BEGINNERS” must have six months study or less on that particular instrument. 

 

3. Competitors are not allowed to enter into discussion or correspondence with the adjudicators regarding test 

pieces prior to, during or after the festival. 

 

4. In classes where test pieces are specified, they must be performed as one of the selections.  Failure to 

follow this regulation will mean automatic disqualification and no adjudication. 

 

5. A copy of the music must be supplied to the location secretary for the adjudicator before the class 

commences.  It must be recovered immediately after the competition.  The length of time of the 

performance and the approximate number in the group must be indicated on the registration form 

for the purpose of programming. 
 

6. Buy TWO copies.  Attention is called to the fact that duplication or photocopying a piece of copyright 

music is illegal.  Students providing such music may be allowed to perform at the discretion of the 

adjudicator, but will not receive a final mark or adjudication.  Order very early.  Teachers and/or 

contestants are advised that the adjudicator must be supplied with a copy of the music for the class before 

the class can be called. 

NOTE: For school choir classes the Music Festival Committee will provide a copy of the test piece to the 

adjudicator. 

 

7. If a piece of music cannot be obtained because it is out of print, write to the Chairperson of the Music 

Festival Committee not later than the closing date for entries with a request to substitute another piece of 

music (please specify the piece of music).  If this substitution is accepted you will receive written 

confirmation as soon as possible. (No phone calls please) 

 

8. All orchestral accompaniments must be performed on a piano, or in the case of choirs, piano or organ.  No 

CD players or other electronic accompaniment will be permitted unless specific ADVANCED permission 

has been obtained from the Chairperson of the Music Festival Committee before the closing date for 

entries. 

 

9. No piece shall be used in more than one competition by the same person, except in the Rose Bowl, Silver 

Tray or Cunniffe Scholarship classes. 

 

ENTRIES 

1. Copies of the Festival Syllabus and entry forms may be obtained from the Music Festival Committee or in 

various locations in St. Thomas, Aylmer and London. 

 

2. All contestants must be named on the official entry form.  The only exceptions to this rule will be bands 

and orchestras and in that case, the total number of participants must be shown. 

 

3. All entries must be on the form supplied (or a photocopy of this form).  It must be signed by or on 

behalf of the competitor and forwarded to the Music Festival Committee at the address shown in the front 

of the syllabus.  Each entry MUST  be accompanied by the prescribed entry fee (one cheque to cover all 

entries), and made payable to the Rotary Music Festival. 

 

4. The Committee will establish the date which all entries will be received. 

 

5. All entries must comply with the closing date regulation as set forth in the syllabus.  NO LATE ENTRY 

WILL BE ACCEPTED.  Fees must accompany the registration form.  If any form is illegible or 
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incomplete and has to be returned, a $5.00 processing fee will be charged.  There will also be a $10.00 

fee for NSF cheques. 

 

6. Entry fees WILL NOT under any circumstances be refunded. 

PROGRAMME PROCEDURE 

1. Immediately after the closing date for entries, the committee shall decide the order in which the classes will 

be taken and determine the order of appearance.  The Committee reserves the right to set the date and hour 

of each performance.  The order of names in each class is at the discretion of the program committee. 

 

2. The competitor‟s sheet will be forwarded to each individual competitor, a separate sheet being supplied for 

each class in which an entry has been made.  These sheets will show the order and time of the competition 

and must be shown to an official of the Committee on demand.  This will also notify the contestant of 

possible conflicts and provides time for the solution of such conflicts in advance of the festival. 

 

3. The Committee reserves the right to disqualify any competitor who is not ready to compete when called. 

 

4. Competitors should arrange for their own accompanist.  If the accompanist is not available at the stated 

time, the competitor may perform at the end of the class or a substitute may be found. 

 

5. Competitors will be designated from the platform by number only and must not commence test pieces until 

the signal is given by the adjudicator. 

 

6. The Festival Committee reserves the right to combine classes with few entries.  These classes will be heard 

together but adjudicated separately. 

 

7. The chord may be given on the piano at the commencement of each piece of unaccompanied music. 

 

8. No practising on the piano provided for the Festival will be permitted by any contestant during the Festival 

period. 

 

9. A preliminary test may be held in any class at the discretion of the adjudicator. In such cases, three or more 

competitors shall be selected by the adjudicator to perform in a final test.  The marks gained in the 

preliminary test shall be added to those gained in the final test, and the awards shall be in accordance with 

the gross totals. 

 

10.  a)  In the event of numerous entries, the Committee reserves the right to appoint additional adjudicators, or 

to divide the class. 

 

b)  When there is only one entry in the class, a participant may receive an award but their standard will be 

in accordance with the mark given by the adjudicator. (See rule 1 under Awards and Scholarships) 

 

11. Failure to comply with any rule or regulation may render a competitor liable for disqualification. 

 

12. The sessions will be open to the public. Donations to offset costs may be given at the door. 

 

13. The general admission of competitors into the hall in which the competition is held will be governed by 

circumstances and such regulations as may be found advisable by the Festival Committee at the time of the 

Festival.  Please do not enter when competitions and/or adjudications are going on.  Enter only at the 

discretion of the volunteer at the door. 

 

NOTE: Photos and videotaping.  The use of cameras will not be allowed during competitions.  If you 

wish to use them at other times, arrangements MUST be made with the location captain or his or her 

designate prior to the competitions. 
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AWARDS AND SCHOLARSHIPS 

1. Standards of performance in all competitions will be: 

  Special Achievement       90 – 100% (gold seal) 

  First Class Honours         80 – 89% (silver seal) 

  Second Class Honours    75 – 79% (blue seal) 

  Third Class Honours      70 – 79% (green seal) 

2. Certificates will be handed out at the close of the class. 

 

3. Awards are payable to the winners.  Scholarships however must be used for future tuition and will be paid 

to the teacher or institution which the winner designates, unless otherwise determined by the Committee. 

 

4. Scholarships not used within a period of two years from the date of being granted will be used as the 

Festival Committee may deem fit. 

 

5. The winner may use the scholarship for any tuition in music without regard to scholarship or classification. 

 

6. Awarding of the scholarships will be at the discretion of the Music Festival Scholarship Committee.  

Former winners of the Rose Bowl, Silver Tray or Cunniffe Scholarship may not compete in these classes, 

but may instead enter the Alumni Class or classes in other areas.  (ex. a piano student may enter vocal or 

brass/woodwind classes.) 

 

ALUMNI CLASSES – These awards will be divided among competitors with the amount of the individual 

award being determined by the Scholarship Committee. 

 

7. In the event of a contestant qualifying for more than one scholarship or award, the decision of the Festival 

Committee as to which scholarship/ award he/she will be granted, and who will receive the other 

scholarship or award for which he/she has also qualified will be final.  The competitor with the highest 

mark will not necessarily receive the scholarship. 

 

8. For the purposes of scholarships and for the designated format of vocal, choral and secondary choral and 

ensemble divisions, if specified “JUNIORò it will mean  14 years and under; “INTERMEDIATE” will 

mean 15 – 19 years of age; “SENIOR” will mean 20 years and over. 

 

9. The Festival Committee will have the discretionary right to vary the listed qualifications for any 

scholarship or award, or to refrain from granting any scholarships or awards, or to combine any number of 

scholarships with an award.  Scholarships are awarded to the competitor who in the opinion of the 

Committee and with the recommendations from the adjudicator shows most promise musically. 

 

10. In awarding scholarships, consideration may be given to the performance of the competitor in all classes 

entered, but this does not mean that they will be given to the competitor who enters the most classes. 

 

11. A Rotary Music Plaque will be awarded each contestant (where appropriate) winning a scholarship or a 

returnable trophy.  Choirs and other groups of competitors will win one plaque only. 

 

12. A Certificate of Award will be granted to the school choir receiving the highest standing in each class. 

 

13. The adjudicatorôs report is final. 
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ROTARY KEYNOTE CONCERT 

1. A group of contestants chosen by the Festival Committee will be called upon to perform at a final 

concert.  Contestants should state on the entry form if they are not willing to appear should they be 

requested to do so.  Awards will not be given out at this concert and selection of participants is up to 

the Festival Committee. 

COMPLAINTS AND PROTESTS 

1. Complaints or protests must be made to the Chairperson of the location captain in writing within 24 

hours.  Decisions of the Festival Committee will be final. 

RETURN OF SHIELDS AND TROPHIES 

1. Challenge shields and trophies are to be returned to the Festival at least 30 days before the next 

Festival. 

ROSEBOWL, SILVER TRAY AND CUNNIFFEE SCHOLARSHIP 

1. These competitions will be held on the last evening of the Festival and will be called for 7:00 pm 

sharp with all competitors to be present at this time.  Competitions will start at this time with the order 

being selected by the Festival Committee or the Chairperson.  Competitors arriving after 7:00 pm will 

not be allowed to compete. 

ROSEBOWL COMPETITION 

The competition is open to all singers who compete in “open” classes.  Each performer must qualify in 

several ways as follows: 

 

a) The singer must have performed in al least TWO OPEN Festival classes. 

 

b) The singer must have attained a minimum mark of 85% in at least ONE of these repertoire classes 

and must perform the test piece from the winning class. 

SILVER TRAY 

a) The performer must have performed in at least TWO OPEN Festival classes, not including sight-

reading classes. 

 

b) The performer must have attained a minimum mark of 85% in at least ONE of these repertoire classes 

and must perform the test piece from the winning class. 

 

CUNNIFFE SCHOLARSHIP 

a) The performer must have performed in at least TWO OPEN Festival classes.  If there are not two Open 

Classes, a competitor may enter the Open Class and the most Senior class for their instrument, 

provided previous permission has been sought by the contestant and granted by the Festival 

Committee. 

 

b) The performer must have attained a minimum mark of 85% in the OPEN class and must perform the 

test piece from the winning class. 

 

Rose Bowl, Silver Tray and Cunniffe Scholarship winners are not allowed to compete in any subsequent qualifying 

competitions BUT are eligible to compete in any other classes in future St. Thomas Rotary Music Festivals. 
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TEST PIECES 

The competitor must perform the designated test piece, also the “own choice” piece if designated.  Failure to 

perform this designated test piece will mean disqualification.  There will be no performance strictly for the 

adjudication. 

ONLINE MUSIC 

Original printed copies of „online musical scores‟ will be permitted, provided the contestant can prove he/she has a 

current subscription to this service or has a receipt documenting the purchase of the music. Photocopies are illegal 

and are not permitted.
